The
program is being developed as part of SUNY Cortland’s approved
funding from SUNY’s Transformation Fund. If the proposals
receive pre-approval from the committee, we can move the
program forward to SUNY during the summer.

Studies program, discussed the rationale for the program, and
differentiated the program from selected studies. Carol also
presented how the program was designed to incorporate a
multidisciplinary perspective on a core set of outcomes.
