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Description and Application 

 
John “Jack” MacPhee (February 25, 1914 - March 26, 1991) was one of the initial faculty members 

recruited when the Cortland Recreation Education Department was founded in 1947.  Dr. MacPhee served 

the department in numerous capacities during his career.  He was the department’s original “Practicum 

Coordinator” and authorized the first Guide to Recreation Field Work in the United States.  His senior 

Seminar Class organized and conducted the first Cortland Recreation Conference in 1950. 
 

In addition to teaching duties, Jack coached several sports at SUNY Cortland including football and skiing.  

He personally remained an active athlete throughout his long association with the college (1946-1973).
